Being that TET is quite central and only a short 
distance from New Plymouth it is not that far for visitors to travel 
and also closer for those Taranaki fans further south.

and make it profitable for the district. With Taranaki playing at TET the 
game will be more 
g r a s s r o o t s  a n d 
Inglewood is passionate 
about rugby and will be 
more so with Mitch 
Brown (Captain of the 
Yarrows Taranaki 
Bulls) leading the team 
on to his home ground. 
The Mitre 10 Cup 
season kicks off in 
August 2020 and the 
draw will be released 
early next year.

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New Plymouth Police Station was this months 
destination.

The New 
Zealand Police have their own dog breeding programme using 
imported semen. Different dog temperaments suit specialised roles 
such as Search and Rescue and the pursuit and apprehension of 
offenders. As you can imagine it is very expensive ($80,000) to put a 
dog through the training programme and they can fail for a variety of 
reasons including environmental factors. The dogs begin training from 
around eight weeks and it takes about two years. Some breeds are 
good all-rounders such as the German shepherds who are also very 
agile. One of the traits that all the dogs have in common is their superb 
sense of smell. Apparently they have 300 million olfactory receptors in 
their noses. By comparison we have only six million. The part of a dogs 
brain that is devoted to smell is about 40 times greater than ours.

Garden Clues with Sue (Sue Marsh) 

Summer is here, and with it 
comes some welcome rain for 
the garden. A very busy time 
in the garden, as we all want it 

to look good when we are having visitors for Christmas! I was 
quite amazed how the soil had dried out when planting in the 
weekend, so water less often but more thoroughly, as the 
water needs to reach the subsoil where the plants can use it. 
Take your time and check that the soil is wet to at least 5cm. Always water in the early morning or early evening 
to reduce evaporation. Keep a bucket or watering can filled up, so the sunshine can warm the water during the 
day, new seedlings will love you for it. 
Watch out for pests and take action as soon as possible to prevent them becoming a larger problem. Use an 
environmentally friendly spray around your vegetables if they become a problem. Spray late in the day when the 
bees have gone home. If you have cabbages and cauliflowers planted, protect them with Derris Dust to prevent 
white butterfly caterpillar and diamondback moth. Make sure you get to the undersides where they like to lay their 
eggs. 
Pick courgettes while they are small as they quickly grow in to marrow if you leave them. Stagger planting of green 
salad crops like mizuna, lettuce and mesclun for continuous supply. Plant seedlings like beans, pumpkin, courgettes, 
carrots, beetroot, radish, capsicum, eggplant, melons, spring onions, broccoli, cabbage, cauliflower and spinach.  
Feed your tomatoes every fortnight with a fast acting tomato food. 
Ensure they are firmly staked, well watered and remove the laterals 
(side growth) when they are small. Keep mounding up the soil 
around your potatoes and apply a side dressing of blood and bone; 
water the fertiliser in to the soil. Continue to feed strawberries and 
water them well, cover with netting if birds are becoming a 
problem. Keep your citrus and passionfruit well watered, mulch 
around the root zone as we move into the warmer weather; but 
keep the mulch material away from the trunk. Most important, 
keep feeding with a liquid fertiliser every two weeks, and you’ll 
have a bountiful garden this season. Happy gardening!
