They say you are never too old to learn and 
that was certainly the case with me recently. 
I was lucky enough to qualify for one of the 
four places at the rehabilitation centre run 
by the hospital at Tainui rest-home in New 
Plymouth. You have to be prepared to put 
in the hard yards to aid your recovery and 
they really put you through your paces. You 
have to keep reminding yourself that it is all 
for your own good. The exercises that you 
do are all geared to getting you back to 
fitness again. Sometimes it seems like 
torture but it keeps you on the road to 
recovery. 
For some years now, I have had trouble 
with my knees. I put it down to the running 
on the road I did when getting fit for rugby. 
I have had x-rays and there is some wear 
but not enough to warrant replacement. I 
have tended to cut back on walking to avoid 
them getting any worse, but that is entirely 
the wrong thinking. It was explained to me 
by the physiotherapist that you have to 
keep using the joints. The more you do, the 
more the joint lubricates itself and grows 
the right tissues to protect the bones. In 
other words – use it or lose it. 
Hopefully, by the time you read this, I will 
have the brace off my leg and will be 
starting to be able to walk better again. I 
will never catch up with the nineteen weeks 
that I have lost, so from now on I had 
better make full use of my knees and keep 
walking.
